DLPI+ (Dekati® Low Pressure Impactor) is a cascade im-
pactor to measure airborne particle mass size distribution.
The DLPI+ classifies particles into 14 size fractions in the
range of 16 nm - 10 ym. The DLPI+ impactor can be used in
various particle measurement applications and can also be
heated up to 180 °C for high temperature applications.

The operating principle of the DLPI+ is based on inertial size
classification and gravimetric or chemical analysis of the
collected, size classified particle samples. The size classi-
fied particles are collected on @25 mm collection substrates
and Dekati can offer aluminium and polycarbonate foils

for this purpose. Other DLPI+ accessories include vacuum
pumps, spare impactor collection plates and sampling inlets
and lines for various applications. The DLPI+ design is the
same as in the impactor used in the ELPI+™ (Electrical Low
Pressure Impactor) enabling an easy upgrade from DLPI+
into a full ELPI+™ system for real-time particle size distribu-
tion measurements.
